SICK of vandalism and viclence in his home
town, John Genetzakis waged a one-man war
to wipe out the thugs.

Mow the business owner has paid the price, losing
his house and everything in it in a frightening arson
attack.

Mr Genefzakis, 37, who lives in the Hunter Valley
town of Cessnock, said yesterday he had no doubt
the blaze was started by youths seeking retribution.

For more than two years he has called for a police
crackdown on youth gangs who smash shop
windows, wreck public spaces with graffiti and
harass residents in Cessnock's business centre. Mr
Genetzakis' cinema is a constant target of the
thugs.
